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« Each Community member participating in the event, should be provided with
‘Brunch Packs’ of approximately i?S/- including a one-litre water bottle that
should be distributed at a place away from the venue. In no case the same
would be distributed in or near the meeting venue. The hygiene factor
has to be maintained.

« For safe to and fro transportation of SHG members, DPMs are required to
make adequate arrangement in consultation with District Administration.

Note: A day before the scheduled meeting, CEO, BRLPS will also review
the District. Therefore, all the districts have to ensure their
presentation to be ready before the visit and in the meeting, all
thematic Managers and Block Project Managers will participate.
