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Office Order

Special Endorsement drive for Ultra Poor Households under ‘Satat Jeevikoparjan Yojana*

As per Office Order issued vide letter no-BRLPS/Proj-M&E/1551/19/5098 dated-07-March-2020 &
BRLPS/Proj-M&E/1551/19/5119 dated-12/03/2020, Districts team had been directed to complete the Special
endorsement drive for Ultra Poor under Satat Jeevikoparjan Yojana.

Due to pandemic of COVID-19 & lockdown situations created thereby, the same could not be completed as
schedule. Now it has been decided to complete the Special endorsement by 20" July 2020.

The endorsement of the Ultra-Poor Households will be carried out during 06" July’2020— 20" July’ 2020
in 306 Blocks of 38 Districts.

The Special endorsement drive will be initiated in all the Village Organizations across all the villages
and Panchayats of 306 Blocks as listed in Annexure-1.

The BPIU led by Block Project Manager will be responsible for the endorsement of the Ultra Poor HHs
under SJY and ensure that eligible households are not left behind in the block. To ensure the same, s/he will
be supported by the Area Coordinators, Livelihoods Specialist and Community Coordinators in the process.

The Block Project Manager supported by ACs, LHS and CCs will identity ONE Community Professional
(CM/BK/MRP) who can read and write and 2 Village Organization leaders (preferably: One Leader and One
CRP). Thus, there will be a 3-member team which will be identified and trained by the BPIU Team. The
BPIU may utilize experienced team.

Pre — deployment Phase (25" June - 05™ July’2020)

I, Formation of three (03) members’ team at District level by 30th June *2020. The team will provide
hand hold support to the BPIU team during drive. (IBCB Manager, SJY Nodal & SD/IINS Manager)

2. Orientation of the BPIU team members for one day by 02" July *2020 at the block/district level.

Responsibility: District Project Manager

3. Selection of 3-member team in every Village Organization (where drive is proposed) to complete the
endorsement process by 30" June’ 2020.

4. Orientation of 3-member team in new SJY Blocks at Panchayat/Cluster level for a day (not more
than 20 candidates in a Batch) by $" *July 2020.Based on the number of the team multiple venue (o
be identified. The same 3 members’ endorsement team in 235 older Blocks may be used. 3-4 Hrs.
orientation may be conducted for them as per requirement.

5. The Planning of the team movement to be circulated among all Endorsement team, BPIU Staffs and
District Team.

6. Deployment of two CRPs at Block level in help desk and daily follow-up of special endorsement
drive from the endorsement team. BPMs to share their Name with contact details with District &
State SIY tcam by 05" July® 2020. The payment to cadre working in Helpdesk will be made as per
BRLPS internal CRP policy within 7 days of drive completion.

Responsibility: Block Project Manager
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7. The CF/MBKs/BK will be oriented to monitor the work of the team. They will be oriented at the
District/Block level and visit all (100%) identified HHs by the team. The CF/MBKs/BK should have
motorbike and s/he will be selected by the Area Coordinators/ In-charge AC. The Monitoring
responsibility and the ficld movement of the CI/MBKs/BK will be ensured by the AC or In-charge
AC and after completion of the drive recommendation for its resource fee will be done by the
concern AC/In-charge AC.

Households Endorsement Phase (6™ July to 20° July 2020) — 5 DAY DRIVE IN ONE VILLAGE
ORGANISATION

Day 1: Special Meeting of VOs: Orientation of VO members on Satat Jeevikoparjan Yojana.

The Village Organization (VO) leaders and concern cadres will be provided with a one-day orientation on
the SJY identification process, which will focus on the policy purpose of identifying the poorest of the poor
who are left out of the mainstream SHG support or are not able to fully realize benefits of SHG ecosystem
due to extreme poverty, and highlighting where their support for these households could be helpful. The
training will also provide an orientation to the specific task that the VO will be responsible in the SJY
program. The oversight of the VO will ensure the selection of beneficiaries is accurate and will eventually
encourage a longer-term local support system for SJY beneficiaries, to graduate out of ultra-poverty.
Annexure-2: overview content that each VO orientation should cover.

Responsibility: Block Project Manager

The BPM will be responsible for informing the date to the VOs and District Unit, arranging the venue and
refreshments, and for allocating budget for these. The ACs /CCs will be responsible for contacting VO
members personally to remind them to attend the orientation training. The Area Coordinator will ensure
presence of trained CF/MBKs/BK in the orientation of the Village Organizations.

Day 2, 3 and 4: Transect Walk and Listing of Households

The team members will conduct door to door visit and prepare two lists, attached as Annexure 3. The first
list will provide the Households list which needs to be mobilized into the SHG fold. The second list will be
prepared of the Households to be mobilized into the SJY fold (which may or may not be SIIG members)
based on the criteria mentioned below: -

1. Ultra-Poor HHs traditionally engaged in Toddy Tapping / Country Liquor
business.

2. Ultra-poor HHs from SC, ST Communities.

3. Ultra-poor HHs from Other Communities.

In this regard, the team will fill a pre-defined form and based on the criteria, will declare eligibility of the
Households to be part of SJY otherwise the Households will be listed in the first list, i.e., to be mobilized
into SHGs fold. After the listing if it found that there are no any Ultra Poor HHs are in the service area of
the VO or all eligible Ulira Poor HHs are already endorsed during the previous endorsement drive, survey
process may be stopped. The VO will certify that there are no any eligible Ultra Poor HH is left for
endorsement under SJY which will be duly recommended by BPM & approved by DPM with 15 days.

The listed Households to be visited by trained CF/MBKs/BK in all the villages and certify that the listing has
been properly and no household has been left out of the list. The Area Coordinators /LHS / In charges to
ensure that list has been generated properly and the team has completed the door to door visit. The Area
Coordinator will visit Toddy Tapper Cluster and SC/ST dominant tola to cross verify the report and submit
the same to BPIU as per the Supervisor report, attached as Annexure 4.



Note: The Area Coordinator/LHS/In charges will collect the first generated list of HHs which needs to be
mobilized into SHGs fold and share the same with BPM and DPM.

Responsibility: Area Coordinator /LHS/In charges
Day S: Village Organization Oversight and Endorsement:

Finally, those houscholds identified, and verified as ultra poor and able to manage an asset, will be presented
at the VO meeting. wherein the VO members can collectively vcto any potentially erroneous inclusion if
they have information that the included household is not in the extreme poor category. The VO oversight is
necessary, as a check to ensure those beneficiaries selected for the SJY are ultra-poor, and to ensure those in
extreme poverty have not been left out of this list. The VO can also collectively propose additional
household/s to be included in the final list of the ultra-poor.

In such cases, the team will undertake needful houschold verification for such households to ensure
adherence to criteria for inclusion. After VO Endorsement process the CRP team will prepare the final list of
identified ultra-poor households (Annexure 5-VO Endorsement format).

After completion of the endorsement process in the VO, respective VOs will certify that there are no any
eligible Ultra Poor HH is left for endorsement under SJY in their respective service areas.

Responsibility: Block Project Manager
HH Endorsement Confirmation Phase (By 22" July’ 2020)

Atfter the endorsement of the Households as targeted HHs under SJY by the Villégc Organization, the BPIU
should do a parallel check to ensure those beneficiaries selected for the SJY are ultra-poor and to be
considered as the targeted HHs by 22" Julv 2020 or before. '

For this, BPM may form a team consisting of ACs. LHS and CCs for the aforesaid purpose.

Responsibility: Block Project Manager and Block Mentors

. The BPM will submit the Endorsed report by 22™ July 2020 in the MIS Application.

2. 100% Village Organization will participate in the process of special endorsement at the Selected
Block/Panchayat.

3. After completion of the drive BPM will certify that there are no any eligible Ultra Poor HH is left
for endorsement under SJY in their Block/ Panchayat.

4. The File movement and payment within 15 days to be ensured by the concern BPIU. The payment to
the team will be paid from BPIU following due norms.

5. New SJY Blocks to complete STY-MRP selection by 20" July 2020 following MRP selection norms
issue vide letter no- BRLPS/Proj-M&E/1373/18/624 Dated- 15-06-2020.

Responsibility: Block Project Manager

By 30" July 2020, the BPIU’s will submit the profile of endorsed HHs collected by endorsement team at
concern DPCI.

The District Nodal to ensure the entry of HHs profile by 5" August 2020.
Responsibility- SJY District Nodal

Blocks of the District.

As per the ‘Guideline for Selection of Ultra Poor HIIs under SJY by VO, the formats and stationary
kit (Pen, pencil, eraser and sharpener) to be made available in a folder to the endorsement team
members before their deployment in the village.

The Stationary Kit (Endorsement formats, note pad, pen, pencil, rubber, cutter and plastic folder) to
be provided to each team.

The DPCU will ensure a dedicated vehicle support to the district staff and BPMs for the field
movement during the drive and verification which will be beyond the previous approvals.

Seeing the backlog in endorsement, the Block mentors will ensure quality endorsement under SIY.
Completion of Endorsed Household’s Confidence Building & Enterprise Development training,
micro planning and asset transfer, for this, District Nodals with the support of DPMs will ensure.
The DPM:s to ensure that the drive performance should be reflected in individual performance which
will be conducted in 2020-21. The State HR team to give a weightage in the Performance Appraisal.

Proper docketing of the endorsed Households to be kept at the block and district level.
